In the following questions, count the number of winners and losers in the given suit. If the number of winners/losers is uncertain (x or y tricks), state the specific conditions under which there will be x tricks and y tricks. Also state line of play for maximum number of tricks (if non-obvious). Assume there are no trumps and that you can’t move freely between the 2 hands except in this suit.
21. ATxx facing QJx
Play for K under A for potentially 4 tricks: 3 sure tricks and 1 extra trick with suit splitting even and K under A

Lead Q. If covered by K, top with A. Play small to J for 2nd trick. Play small to T for 3rd trick. The last small is a winner when suit breaks even.

If K is over A, you will end up with 3 tricks, without suit split requirement.


22. AJxx facing Qxx
2 sure winners + 1 possible with suit splitting even irrespective of where K lies

3 sure winners if K is doubleton of singleton under A

2 sure winners in all other cases

Play for K under A for best results.

Lead small to J. Then lead small to A. Another plan is to lead low from A towards Q. This will fetch 3 tricks if Kx is over A.
23. AQx facing Jxx
2 sure winners. For 3rd trick, play for K singleton or Kx under A.

Lead small to Q. Q either wins or is topped by K.

Lead small to A. K comes out in the first or second play and is topped by A

J is winner

24. AT9x facing Jxx
2 sure winners when KQ are together and over A - A and T are winners

3 sure winners when KQ are together and under A - A, T and 9 are winners

2 sure winners and one potential winner when K and Q are split and the suit breaks even - A and T are winners, with the last little a potential winner

Lead J. If covered by K or Q, top by A. If K or Q is over A, J loses.

Lead a small to 9. If covered by K or Q, top by A if possible. Else K or Q wins. If K or Q is over A, K or Q wins.

Lead the last small to T


25. Q98x facing Jxx
2 sure winners when T is under Q or when AT or KT is a doubleton over Q.

1 sure winner in other cases

Play assuming T is under Q for best results: atleast 1 sure winner or 2 sure winners by leading J and then the smalls - works on most probable distributions


26. T9x facing AK8x
Play A and K first for best results, followed by leading a little to the T, and 8 is usually the winner

3 sure winners when suit breaks even or when Q and J are split

4 sure winners when QJ are doubleton

2 sure winners in other cases


27. Jx facing AKxx

Play for Q under J for best results. Lead small to J and lead a little to K and then play A and small.

3 sure winners when Q is under J, else 2 winners

28. 4S by N, vul, made 5
5*30 + 500 = 650


29. 3C by S, vul, made 4
4*20 + 50 = 130


30. 2DX by E, not vul, down 2
100 + 200 = 300


31. 6N by S, not vul made 7
40 + 6*30 + 300 + 500 = 1020


32. 5H by E, not vul, made 5
-(5*30 + 300) = -450


33. 6C by N, vul, made 7
7*20 + 500 + 750 = 1390


34. 7S by S, not vul, made 7
7*30 + 300 + 1000 = 1510


35. 3H by N, not vul, down 3
-(3*50) = -150
